The Stark County Transition Skills Summary (TSS) is a strategic metric of the Great Start for Great Futures (GSGF)
Coalition. GSGF is a group of Stark County early education providers, agencies, advocates, and community leaders
collaborating to improve the outcomes of prenatal to kindergarten children. The work is funded through the support of
Stark Education Partnership (SEP), the leadership of the Early Childhood Resource Center (ECRC) and State Support Team
9 (SST9). This spring, 2,046 children participated in the TSS in Stark County.
